Eagles 7th & 8th Grade Recreation Basketball League 

2009-2010 Draft Procedures

Assessments –

Assessments are conducted by personnel with 3 and 4 past year’s experience refereeing and coaching in this league.  They are not involved in a coaching capacity this season.

1) Each player must be evaluated to participate.  They are evaluated on a scale of 1 to 5 in each area of shooting, ball handling, dribbling, and speed.  

2) Players not attending assessments, due to a reasonable excuse, will be given an assessment by the middle school coaches based on school team try-outs.

3) If the middle school coaches cannot provide an assessment the non-assessed player will be given a score equal to that of the highest evaluated player in the draft and it will be noted as such on the assessment card.

4) Coaches cannot attend assessments for previewing purposes.  This is due to late registrations requiring recruitment of coaches after assessments.

5) Potential coaches are asked to leave the assessment area within 30 minutes of their child's assessment.

Draft – 

Upon arrival at the draft each coach will draw a number as their team number that determines which division they will be in.  The numbers will also be used as a tie-breaker with lowest number taking priority during the draft.  Team colors will be chosen by highest to lowest number priority.

1) Each coach is allowed one protected player from the draft.  

2) If a coach has a child in the league, that child must count as the one protection.  

3) If a coach does not have a child in the league, he/she is allowed to freeze one at-large player prior to the draft.

4) If a coach has more than one child in the league, only one child must be frozen.  However, the other child must be drafted by the round in which he/she is one of the highest scores left.

5) If siblings are in the league, it is the option of the parent to request they be on the same team.  If this is requested the draft procedure is the same as rule
#4.

6) The total team score of each round determines draft order. The lowest total receives first pick of each round.  Team numbers drawn prior to the draft will break tied scores.

7) Teams that do not have a full team of 8 players at the end of draft must accept the next player to register in the same team draft order used in the draft. 

8) Only coaches and draft personnel may be present at the draft.  Players,
siblings, etc are not permitted at the draft.

9) The player evaluation list provided at the draft MUST be returned at the
end of the draft.

Dropped Player Replacement – 


If a player drops from a team and there is a waiting list the coach has the option to choose which player on the waiting list will be added to his team.  The coach is not allowed to recruit a player that is not already on the waiting list.
